In Galatians 2:20 in just a couple of sentences, the writer Paul
describes how he was living his life. Paul’s life story was one of
being transformed from being a persecutor of Christians, to a preacher
of Christ. Hisencounter with Jesus was pretty dramatic.

Whether we realize it or not there is not a person here today that has
not been dramatically impacted to one degree or another by Paul’s life
and teaching. Paul’s statement in Galatians 2:20, teaches those of us
who want to be Christ followers how we should be living our lives.
