Proverbs 1:1-7 The proverbs of Solomon son of King David, king of 
Israel; (2) for attaining wisdom and discipline; for understanding words 
of insight; (3) for acquiring a disciplined and prudent life, doing what is 
right and just and fair; (4) for giving prudence to the simple, knowledge 
and discretion to the young – (5) let the wise listen and add to their 
learning, and let the discerning get guidance – (6) for understanding 
proverbs and parables, the sayings and riddles of the wise. (7) The 
fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge, but fools despise 
wisdom and discipline.  
 

 
 
The Book of Proverbs is one that combines head knowledge and heart 
knowledge. Head knowledge is the facts; heart knowledge is the facts 
put into action addressing the issues of life in a practical manner. The 
Book of Proverbs offers instruction and training, wisdom and insight for 
living. Proverbs can make a new person out of you, if you are willing. 
You can become a better person than when you started because that 
is the way God works. You have a choice to be – foolish or wise. What 
will it be?
